When Shinzo Abe took office as the Prime Minister of Japan in December 2012, he implemented "
Abenomics ," an aggressive revival plan consisting of "three arrows": aggressive monetary easing
(monetary policy), expansion of public investment (fiscal policy) and structural reform (growth
policy). Monetary policy will be the fulcrum of Abenomics around which other policies will shift into
place. The immediate goal of Abenomics is to end 15 years of deflation in Japan by raising inflation
to 2% via monetary expansion. This will lower the value of the yen and raise price competitiveness
for exports. Abenomics ' three main strategies are aimed at creating a virtuous cycle. Monetary
expansion is intended to spur depreciation of the yen, boosting exports and increasing investment
and employment which will fuel consumption. As a result, total demand will grow, while expectations
of inflation will prompt further investment and consumption.
